Poland holds an exceptional place in the history of Europe, as it
lies on the very boundry of He ever-conflic ting interrests of the East
and tillHest.

Poland's geographical position has formed the character of her
people and shaped her history for a thousand years.

The wars fought in seLf-cde fenoe against tl-econtinual "dranq nach
Osten" or wi th the Tartar Hords of Genghis-Khan and later against the
Turkish Empire, forged the Polish Spirit of independance.

At the time of her greatest power, Poland formed a commonwealth of
freely united nations under the Polish era'm.

The wars with Turkey were the prolongation of the true spirit of the
Crusades, not fought for territorial gain, but in defence of Christianity
and Europe.

Extensive contacts with the East influenced the material culture of
till Poles. Clas sical examples of this are the colourful dresses of tro
peasants and the rich robes of the nobles and gentry, worn by them even
late in the 19th. cent.

By accepting Christianity from Rome and also later through the
Humanists and the Italian Renessarc e Poland joined in the rioh flow of
western culture.

The 1Veakenirg of Poland during the 17th cent. was due partly to
continual wars against the Turks ani the rising power of Hosco1V. But an
exagerated sense of liberty in the ruling classes, which lead to complete
anarchy within the country, caused the final dovmfall of the Kingdom of
Poland at the end of the 18th. cent.

The Poles - although they could not save their country from
poli tical dismemberment - yet managed to preserve the spirit of freedom
thanks to reformes which were born of the soul of the Nation itself.

150 Years of Russian and German occupation were interrupted by
revolts and wars against the occupying powers, in which the spirit of
liberty and the will to live as a free nation never died.

After the defeat of Gennany in 1918 and the fall of the Russian
Czar, Poland regained her independance, only to lose it again in 1939,
when her lATesternNeighbour joined hands with Rissia.

-During the last war (1939"1945) the spirit of the Poles was never
broken. They fought on all fronts. During the Battle of Britain one
third of the Gennan planes shot dcenwere accounted for by Polish pilots.
Narv ik, Tobruk, Hont.o Casino, Lenino, Normandy and Berl in ·were battlefields
of till Polish armys am the Polish home -army was the largest and best
organised of any.

Shamefully betrayed by her allies, Poland was handed. over to Stalin
at Yalta.

From 1945 - 1956 Po1ard was subject to political terror and ruthless
economical exploitation by Russia. Unoeas Irq hardships -were further
aggravated by a drive towards industrialisation, at the cost of the
individual citizen. The October revolution of 1956 put an end to party
terrorism. Although still a satellite, Poland is granted a certain measure
of freedom and she is used as a testing-ground for certain experiments.
E.g. return to individml farming. The "Polish own way to socialism" is

being used as an excuse for the liberalisation of the party institutions.
Although the great industrial development is geared to tlB Russian economy,
yet a marked economic improvement characterises this period. The standard
of living of the lower classes has improved. Great steps in the field of
education have been na de , The dictatorship of the communist party still
persists and no real democratic institutions exist.

Religious persecution has not ceased. The Church however remains a
tremendous force in tre Nation's struggle against Communism.
