man changellor, and Polish
leaders to commemorate the 70th
anniversary of the start of the second
world war. But this show of unity
belies deep divisions about the war,
its causes and its consequences. Even
today, the debate remains a fraught
public issue, which politicians do not
lcave to historians — especially not In
eastern Europe,

The arguments centre on the ex-
Soviet Union's role in mankind's
bloodiest conflict, not least its respon-
sibility for starting the fighting, Mr
Putin would go a long way to easing
political tensions between Russia and
the European Union’s castern mem-
bers, headed by Poland, if he made
some conciliatory remarks. Nobody
expects an apology, just a few words
showing he understands why Mos.
cow's view of the war is not shared by
its neighbours. For many Poles, Balts
and other east Buropeans, Stalin is as
big a villain as Hitler. Lithnania was
a prime mover in a resolution passed
this summer by the parliamentary as.
sembly of the Organisation for Secy-
rity and €e-operation in Europe,
which called for a Europe-wide Day of
Remembrance for the Victims of Sta.
Yinism and Nazism, echoing an earlicr
appeal from the European parliament,

The proposed date was August 23,
the anniversary of the 1939 Ribben-
trop-Molotov pact in which Berlin and
Moscow split eastern Europe just be-
fore Hitler's tanks rolled into Poland.

The OSCE vote produced an apo-
plectic reaction in Moscow, which saw
it as an attempt to “equate” Hitler
and Stalin. Russia redoubled the prop-
agation of its version of the infamous
pact - that it was « tactical move by
Stalin to win time to prepare for war

Russlans see the victory
over Germany as their
greatest triumph. If this
victory is questioned,
so is the sacrifice

against Hitler, and not so different
from western accommeodations with
Germany such as the 1938 Munich
agreement,

The Russian view is wrong. Any
attempt to justify the pact is under-
mined by Stalin’s ruthless follow-up:
the brutal occupation of eastern
Poland and the Baltic states, the mass
deportations and the executions,
including that of 25,000 Polish officers.
Diplomatic tactics? I don't think so.

Behind the controversy les a funda-
ments] debate over Stalin. In the Rus-
sian official view. the dictator's
excesses are offset by his role in
defeating Hitler. This runs to the core

of Russia’s self-image; Russians see )

the victory over Germany as the
Soviet Union’s greatest triumph, and
one that was achieved only at a terri-
ble price. If this victory is questioned,
50 is this sacrifice. Mr Putin's govern-
ing elite exploits these sentiments to
reinforce its power, and condemn ¢rit-
fes of Stalinism ag critics of Russia.

Most east Europeans take a differ-
ent view. For them, Stalin not only
helped start the war and perpetrated
terrible crimes but later imposed a
tyranny which ended only in 1889,
The effects linger today, as in the
periodic investigations of alleged com-
munist collaborators.

Is there 2 way out of the impasse?
Yes, but it is difficult. In western
Europe, the war is no longer such an

emotional topic because of decades of

debate about its controversies, such
as the Munich agreement. Also, Ger.
many, the western Allies’ principal
enemy, has undergone an unprece-

dented examination of conscience, not -

least over the Jowish Holocaust.

By contrast, FPoles and other east -: '

Europeans started such debates only

-after 1989. There has been little time

to honour heroes let alone tackle sen-
sitive issuos such as Holocaust collab-
oration, But there is progress and,
with free speech and open archives,
there will be more. )

Russia is a different matter, After a
fiurry of open discussion in the 19908
the authorities have restricted the
public airing of difficult jssues such
as Soviet war crimes. Just as Mr
Putin has clamped down.on political
life, he -has tightened the screw on
history, notably with a law criminalis-
ing the “falsification of history™.

Lies are allowed to multiply with,
for example, an official historian
recently denying the 1840 occupation
of the Baltic states took place and
saying they joined the Soviet Union
voluntarily. -
" The greatest victims of these false
hoods are not Balts or Poles but Rus-
sians themselves. Somechow Russia's
leaders must find an honecst way of
reconciling the victory over Germany
with the dark side of Russia's 20th
century history. it will take some
doing. But a few words of truth in
Poland tomorrow would mark a stars.
